THE  LAMP  STAND

And thou shalt make a candlestick of pure gold: of beaten work shall the 
candlestick be made: his shaft, and his branches, his bowls, his knops, and his 
f lowers, shall be of the same. And six branches shall come out of the sides of it; 
three branches of the candlestick out of the one side, and three branches of the 
candlestick out of the other side: Three bowls made like unto almonds, with a 
knop and a f lower in one branch; and three bowls made like almonds in the other 
branch, with a knop and a flower: so in the six branches that come out of the 
candlestick.   (Exo 25:31-37)

A structure that has branches,  buds, 
flowers and fruit – it’ a tree.

A tree that bore almonds but 
was fuelled by olives ! 

THE  LAMP  STAND

A tree that contained the products of two fruit.

A tree that showed progression and growth

From a bud to a blossom.
From a blossom to a fruit.

The almond is natural   - the olive infused.
Both working together to provide light in Gods house.

Philadelphia
Established  in BC 189 by  Attulus II, 

king of Pergamus, in honour of and for 
the love of his older brother,  
Eumenes II, king of Lydia.

Hence  the name ‘Philadelphos’ 
meaning literally ‘ for the love of his 

brother’.

. 

‘EUMENES. was thought to be slain by a conspiracy of 
Perseus. That report being brought to Pergamum, Attalus his 

brother   put on the crown, married his wife, 
and took upon him the kingdom. 

Hearing afterwards his brother was alive and upon the way, he 
met him, as he used to do, with his life-guard, 

and a spear in his hand. 
Eumenes embraced him kindly, and whispered in his ear: -

"If a widow you will wed, 
Wait till you're sure her husband's dead." -

But he never afterwards did or spoke any thing that showed 
any suspicion all his lifetime; but when he died, be 

bequeathed to him his queen and kingdom. In requital of 
which, his brother bred up none of his own children, although 

he had many; but when the son of Eumenes was grown up, he 
bestowed the kingdom on him in his own lifetime’

Plutarch: Sayings of kings and commanders. 

PHILADELPHIA
Originally a gateway to the east.

Subject to frequent earthquakes – geographically a very unstable area.

It became part of the Roman Empire  in 133BC and it was about this time 
that Jewish people began  to live there. 

It is thought there was quite a large Jewish population living in 
Philadelphia in the 1st century . 

The Romans forfeited taxes to allow the citizens to finance the rebuilding 
of the city after   In BC 17when it was  almost fully destroyed by an 
earthquake.

It was included in the Decapolis as of the 10 cities.

Modern day city of ‘Allashehir’ - Beautiful city of God.

Isa 22:25  In that day, saith the LORD of hosts, shall the nail that is 
fastened in the sure place be removed, and be cut down, and fall; and the 
burden that was upon it shall be cut off: for the LORD hath spoken it.
